Whereas, the current Police Chief, Daniel Duly, has recently announced his retirement; and, 
 
Whereas, the Police and Fire Commission has appointed Joseph Husnick as the new Police Chief 

effective upon Chief Duley’s retirement; and, 
 
Whereas, the salary for the position is set by the Common Council and the Finance, Personnel, 

and Legislative Committee approved a Pay Grade 13, Step 6 at an annual salary of 
$102,306.15; and, 

 
Whereas, the change from a union position to an exempt position results in changes to some 

benefits with the most notable being the requirement that Mr. Husnick pay the 
employee’s share of the Wisconsin Retirement System (WRS); and, 

 
Whereas, as an exempt employee, Mr. Husnick will no longer qualify for compensation time 

(comp time) but will have a remaining balance upon moving to the exempt position 
which has been handled in one of two ways, either paying out the comp time or 
allowing a certain amount of time to utilize the time. 

 
Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, By The Common Council, City of Antigo, to approve a salary 

at Pay Grade 13, Step 6, $102,306.15 for Joseph Husnick when he becomes the Police 
Chief. 

 
Be It Further Resolved, the Mayor will work with Mr. Husnick to determine the best way to 

utilize the remaining comp time balance by either paying it out or setting a deadline to 
use the time.

Whereas, the contract with the Antigo Professional Police Association WPPA/LEER (Police) 
expired on December 31, 2025; and, 

 
Whereas, the Police Chief, Human Resources Specialist, and the Clerk-Treasurer/Finance 

Director met with union representatives to negotiate a new contract for the term of 
2026-2028; and, 

 
Whereas, the wage changes to the contract include:  wages to increase 3.5% plus $0.50 for 2026, 

4% plus $0.50 for 2027, and 4% for 2028 with the sentence that the Detective Sergeant 
will receive $0.50 more than Sergeant is removed and the wage schedules moved the 
15-year and 20-year wages to 7-year and 10-year for Patrol Officers and the 10-year 
wage to 5-year wage for Sergeants/Detective Sergeant; and, 

 
Whereas, there were other changes adding Veterans Day as a holiday, increasing uniform 

allowance for Special Response Team members $150, increasing Field Training 
Officers pay to  $1.00 per hour; changing the vacation scheduling to January 1st 
instead of March 15th, recruits will be paid overtime after a 40-hour work week, the 
maximum accumulation of Perfect Attendance Leave is now 16 hours, and Appendix 
B regarding shift hours will have no expiration date; and, 

 
Whereas, the Police and the Finance, Personnel & Legislative Committee have approved the new 

contract so it is being brought forward to Council for final approval.

I CREATION OF SECURITY INTEREST

In consideration for the extension of credit, Debtor hereby grants a purchase money security interest in, and assigns to the 
Secured Party, all of Debtors’ right, title and interest in, to and under the Collateral described in the first paragraph of 
Section II below as collateral to security for the payment and performance of all debts, liabilities and obligations of 
Debtor of any kind whenever and however incurred to Secured Party, including the Obligations (as defined below).

Non-payment: Failure to pay the principal or any installment of principal or of interest on the indebtedness or 
any notes when due.  In addition, Debtor shall be in default if bankruptcy or insolvency proceedings are instituted 
by or against the Debtor or if Debtor makes any assignment for the benefit of creditors.
Breach:  Misrepresentation or misstatement in connection with, noncompliance with or nonperformance of any of

V SECURED PARTY’S RIGHTS AND REMEDIES

A. Secured Party may assign this security agreement, and this agreement shall be binding upon and insure to the 
benefit of Secured Party’s successor and assigns, and:
(1) If Secured Party does assign this security agreement, the assignee shall be entitled, upon notifying the 

Debtor, to performance of all Debtor’s obligations and agreements under Sections III and VII, and

Subdivision II. R-1 Single-Family Residence District 

Sec. 14-226. Permitted uses. 

The following uses are permitted in the R-1 single-family residence district:  

(1) Single-family detached dwellings, excluding all mobile homes; for purposes of this article, 
manufactured homes are included in the definition of single-family dwelling.  

(2) Manufactured homes complying with all of the following requirements and limitations:  

a. The home shall be a doublewide of at least 24 feet in width and 36 feet in length.  

b. The home shall be installed on an approved foundation system in conformity with the uniform 
building code. The wheels and axles must be removed. The enclosed foundation system shall be 
approved by the building inspector and/or city engineer; the building inspector may require a 
plan to be certified by a registered architect or engineer to ensure proper support for the home.  

c. The home shall be equipped with foundation siding which in design, color and texture appears to 
be an integral part of the adjacent exterior wall of the manufactured home.  

d. The home shall be covered by a roof pitched at a minimum slope of three inches in 12 inches, 
which is permanently covered with nonreflective material.  

e. The home shall have a pitched roof, overhanging eaves and such other design features required 
of all new single-family dwellings located within the city.  

(3) Community living arrangements and day care centers which have a capacity for eight or fewer persons.  

(4) Foster family care.  

(5) Home occupations and professional home offices.  

(6) Agriculture not as a principal use; one horse is permitted if the lot is a minimum of three acres.  

(7) Educational (nonboarding) and cultural institutions:  

a. Elementary and nursery schools.  

b. Junior or senior high schools.  

c. Public libraries and public art galleries.  

d. Public museums.  

(8) Recreational and social facilities:  

a. Athletic fields, noncommercial.  

b. Golf courses, but not golf driving ranges, pitch and putt or miniature golf courses.  

c. Grounds of recreational clubs, noncommercial.  

d. Parks and playgrounds.  
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e. Recreational buildings and community centers, noncommercial.  

f. Swimming pools, noncommercial.  

g. Tennis clubs and courts.  

(9) Religious institutions, as follows:  

a. Churches, chapels, temples and synagogues.  

b. Convents, seminaries, monasteries and nunneries.  

c. Rectories, parsonages and parish houses.  

d. Religious retreats.  

(10) Signs, as regulated in subdivision V of division 5 of this article.  

(11) Accessory uses and buildings incidental to and on the same zoning lot as a principal use, as follows:  

a. Agricultural buildings and structures.  

b. Athletic fields and playgrounds.  

c. Boathouses, private.  

d. Clubhouses and other structures on the grounds of private clubs, golf courses and tennis clubs.  

e. Garages and carports.  

f. Greenhouses and conservatories, private.  

g. Guesthouses, private.  

h. Living quarters, detached, for persons employed on the premises if occupied only by such 
persons and their immediate family.  

i. Roadside stands, for the display and sale of agriculture products on zoning lots where the 
principal use is agriculture.  

j. Sewage disposal units, individual, in accordance with city standards.  

k. Stables, private noncommercial; one horse is permitted with a minimum lot size of three acres.  

l. Stadiums and grandstands in athletic fields.  

m. Storage of building materials and equipment and temporary buildings for construction purposes, 
for a period not to exceed the duration of such construction as allowed by a building or razing 
permit.  

n. Swimming pools and tennis courts, private.  

o. Temporary real estate tract offices, for the purpose of conducting the sale of lots of the tract 
upon which such tract office is located, for a period not to exceed two years.  

p. Toolhouses, sheds and other similar buildings for the storage of domestic supplies.  

q. Water systems, individual, in accordance with city standards.

Bids were received and opened for the 2026 Spring Clean-Up Tipping Fees.  This item is on 
your agenda this month for approval.  Two bids were received.  We are anticipating Spring 
Clean-up to be May 4th for the north side of town and May 11th for the south side of town.  

The water department has been keeping busy with flushing and taking water temperatures 
throughout the community.  We currently have a little over 400 residents within the City 
running their water to keep the mains from freezing.  This could last another four to six weeks 
yet.  With the warmer temperatures, the frost is pushed further into the ground causing 
problems.  We are still direct feeding the south half of the City, this will continue for at least 
four to six weeks as well. 

Our stormwater crew has been thawing and opening catch basins around the City to help 
with water drainage. 

The sanitary crew has encountered a few sanitary freeze ups.  We have been monitoring 
these situations as well. 

We recently ordered our last 200 tons of road salt.  Apparently there is a shortage this year, 
so it will be interesting to see how much salt goes up next year! 

We also put out bid documents for a Cold Planer and Stump Grinder.  These should be on 
next months Council agenda after approval at Public Woks. 

Fingers crossed that we have a nice early Spring!

Water and Wastewater Reports for March 2026 

Routine and preventative maintenance was performed as required on the 
equipment at the facilities. Other maintenance activities during the month are as 
followed. The wastewater and water treatment plants are operated and maintained per 
EPA & DNR requirements. 

The wastewater plant (on Thu 3-5-26) will be adding sludge eating bacteria to the 
winter sludge storage tank. The bacteria will break down some of the stored sludge, 
leaving water behind which can be pumped out, approximating 300,000 gallons. This 
should provide enough room in winter storage in order to make it until planting season 
when sludge can be spread.  

The WWTP currently is experiencing issues with the return rate of sludge in our 
aeration basins and final clarifiers. Return pumps are currently running in “hand”, 
meaning the speed at which the pumps run is set, versus being sent in “auto” which 
would base the pump rates as a percentage of the total actual flow coming into the plant. 

The water plant is experiencing some structure issues. We believe that the 
accelator (softening tank) in the plant is leaking. We have noticed in the past, a small 
water leak on the exterior wall of the plant, and now some of the bricks are coming loose 
from the mortar. 
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There is also a spot on the ceiling that leaks during heavy rain events, we can’t quite tell 
where the water is coming from, the attached picture shows the discolored ceiling. 

There are also structural issues inside the plant on a section of the ceiling over the 
accelator where the concrete is cracking, some of the ready rod can be seen in the 
following photos.

Building Permits:      
The Building Inspections Department issued 22 various types of building permits in the month of February and 
completed the required inspections.   
 
Abatement/Code Enforcement:   
Our department addressed 8 ordinance and code violations in the month of February.  Once the snow melts 
and the weather warms up, we will be receiving increased code violations complaints.    
 
Our department is working with Assistant City Attorney Kourtney Imig to resolve the continuous code violations 
at 1338 Edison St.  The owner was found guilty of multiple violations in court and now Kourtney is pursuing 
further legal action to resolve the matter.     
 
New Construction and Remodeling Projects: 
Construction has been consistent throughout the winter months.  Once the snow melts and the temperatures 
improve, we see a spike in activity.   
 
Razings and Demolitions:  
The court ruled in favor of the city and agreed that the house at 637 Clermont St is unsafe and unrepairable, 
and the condemnation order was reinstated.  The owner requested that the city allow them to demo the house 
through a private demo contractor.  The city agreed that they could, but they were given 60 days to complete 
the project.  They provided proof of a contract from a contractor.  No permit has been issued yet and no work 
has begun.   
 
The demolition of the Vosmek building is moving forward.  The Street Department will be completing the demo, 
aided by a contracted backhoe service.  The process could not begin until March 2nd.  We are currently 
scheduling asbestos testing and removal.  The demo should begin towards the end of March. 
 
The City of Antigo has been working with Langlade County to determine which tax-revert properties should be 
auctioned with the intent of resale as habitable dwellings and which homes are past the point of repair and 
should be torn down.  City and county staff created a process in which both parties inspect the property and 
agree on which houses are salvageable and which ones need to be razed.  The county's developer’s 
agreement clearly states the predetermined use of the property, so bidders are aware prior to bidding.  1013 
6th Ave is a property that both government bodies agree is not salvageable and razing the house and garage is 
the best option.  The city submitted the only bid of one dollar following two rounds of bids.  The county 
accepted the bid and is willing to sell the property to the city for one dollar.  If the sale is approved, then the city 
is bound by the agreement, and the city must raze the house and the garage.  Financially, neither party 
benefits.  The benefit in this case is removing blight and improving the quality of the community.   This is the 
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only tax-reverted property in the city this year.  City Plan Commission approved to buy the house from the 
county at the March 3rd, 2026, meeting.  

City Owned Property:  
City Hall’s heating system’s yearly maintenance was completed last month.    
 
Finance, Personnel, and Legislation Committee approved the recommendation to advertise the property 
located at 1035 8th Ave for sale with the contingency that a house must be constructed on the vacant lot within 
24 months of purchase or the property will revert back to the City of Antigo.     
 
Conditional Use Permits: 
City Plan approved two Conditional Use Permits at the March 3rd, 2026, meeting.  One of the approved permits 
will allow a shipping container to be used for storage at the Antigo Bow Club and the other will allow a small 
business to operate in a residential zoning district.  The new business will be a floral shop.

(1) The home occupation shall be conducted only within the enclosed area of the dwelling unit or 
an attached garage. 

(2) There shall be no exterior alterations which change the character thereof as a dwelling and/or 
exterior evidence of the home occupation other than those signs permitted in the district. 
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(3) No storage or display of materials, goods, supplies or equipment related to the operation of 
the home occupation shall be visible outside any structure located on the premises. 

(4) No use shall create smoke, odor, glare, noise, dust, vibration, fire hazard, small electrical 
interference or any other nuisance not normally associated with the average residential use in the 
district. 

(5) The use shall not involve the use of commercial vehicles for more than occasional delivery of 
materials to or from the premises. 

(6) The common council may determine the percentage of the property that may be devoted to 
the occupation, but it shall not exceed 30 percent. 

(7) The types and number of equipment or machinery may be restricted by the common council. 

(8) Sale or transfer of the property shall cause the conditional use permit to be null and void. 

(9) Under no circumstances shall a vehicle repair or body work business qualify as a home 
occupation. 

(10) No more than one nonresident employee may work on the home occupation premises. 

(c)Permitted use exception. A home occupation under this section may be maintained in any 
residential district as a permitted use, as opposed to a conditional use, if the standards of 
subsection (b) of this section are complied with and no sign is erected or maintained regarding 
the home occupation, no more than one person works on the premises, no customers regularly 
come to the house and the business is service oriented and not engaged in retail trade.

 (4) Signs accessory to roadside stands. Signs accessory to roadside stands are subject to the 
following: 
       b. Area and number. The signs shall be on the same zoning lot (either zoned residential 
allowing agricultural uses or with a conditional use permit) as the roadside stands, and there shall 
be not more than two signs per lot. No sign shall exceed 12 square feet in area nor be closer than 
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50 feet from any other zoning lot. 
       d. Height. No sign shall project higher than 15 feet above ground level.
